
The Village of Northfield  
REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 
June 24, 2009  
 
 
 
Mayor Milani called the meeting to order at 7:32PM following the Pledge of Allegiance. 
The roll was called by the Robert Riedel with the following present: Mrs. Greenlee, Mr. 
Barber, Mr. Nehez, Mr. Noack, Mr. Lewis and Mrs. Bowen. Law Director Brad Bryan 
and Fire Lieutenant Cingle were present.  
 
A motion to approve the minutes of the June 10, 2009 Council meeting was made by Mr. 
Barber and seconded by Mrs. Greenlee. The motion carried with 5 ayes and 1 abstain.  
 
There was no business of Petitions, Memorials or Remonstrances.  
 
Mayor Milani spoke about video terminals coming to Northfield Park. The amusement 
device tax that we currently have will not pertain to this. This will mean a lot more jobs, 
revenue and income. July 2010 is the ambitious date for opening. Mayor Milani said that 
Mr. Milstein said that they are going to temporarily build a building to house these 2,000 
video lottery terminals, with an eye towards the hotel as well as the casino. There is a 
possibility for 750-1,000 newly created jobs. Mr. Milstein is looking at a $50-$60 million 
dollar licensing fee. Northfield Park is already accepting applications for future positions. 
Mr. Riedel said that what Council can do is require the track to withhold at a certain 
level, $600 or $1,000 off of the slots, this way we don't have to chase the people down for 
our money. This way it will be done in an Ordinance, but you will have to sit someone 
down there to collect the taxes on the spot. Mayor Milani said that currently the hotel tax 
is 3%, the County at the end of 2008 raised it to 4 1Ú2%. Mr. Bryan is checking into to 
see if we can raise the hotel tax to 4 1Ú2 % or if we are capped at 3%. Mayor Milani said 
that he is very optimistic on this issue. Mayor Milani said that July 10th there should be a 
yea or neigh on this issue. Mayor Milani said that there is a no poaching that was put in 
place. This is so that other towns don't take businesses from another town, the first year 
the town would pay 50% to the town where they came from, 40% the next year and so 
on. Since we are losing Bevan and Associates to Boston Heights, they would pay us 50% 
the first year since Bevan is moving to their town. Mayor Milani has heard from some 
employees at Aldi's that they might be closing their doors, but they have a contract until 
2013.  
 
Finance Director, Bob Riedel asked to have a motion made to accept the Mayor's Court 
Disbursement report for May 2009 as submitted. The motion was made by Mrs. Greenlee 
and seconded by Mr. Barber. The motion carried with 6 ayes. Mr. Riedel said that he 
received a letter from Summit County Engineer stating that our permissive license 
balance as of June 15, 2009 is $22,915.03 and he gave everyone a copy of the proposed 
budget that we need to submit to the County by July 20, 2010 to see if we can get any 
more money from the County. Mayor Milani wanted to remind everyone that this is a 
temporary budget. Mayor Milani passed on his condolences to Mr. Riedel in the passing 



of his father. Mayor Milani said that they were giving a donation of $100.00 for masses 
in Mr. Riedel's father's name.  
 
Law Director Brad Bryan had no report at this time.  
 
Lt. Cingle read the fire report for Chief Vojtush. (See attached report).  
 
Mrs. Greenlee of the Finance Committee had Brad Bryan read Ordinance-2009-32, An 
emergency Ordinance approving the payment of bills for the month of June, 2009. Mrs. 
Greenlee made the motion and it was seconded by Mr. Noack. It carrier with 6 ayes.  
 
Mr. Noack of the Roads/Public Works Commission said that the sewer jet was picked up. 
He spoke with Chris and they have to setup a training session for using the new sewer jet. 
Mr. Noack said that they would like a motion to be made for them to sell the old sewer jet 
for $1,000, because apparently they already have a buyer set up. They are continuing to 
do the roads, tomorrow they will mulch and work on the yard at the town hall. A motion 
was made by Mr. Noack to sell the older sewer jet $1,000 and seconded by Mr. Lewis. It 
carried with 6 aye votes. Mayor Milani said that Mr. Lanese donated a non-working 
compressor to the Village. Mr. Walters said that for about $300-$400 he can get it 
running again. Mr. Lewis said that we need to get a letter from Mr. Lanese stating that he 
gave this compressor to the Village.  
 
Mrs. Bowen from Health and Welfare had no report at this time.  
 
Mr. Nehez of the Building and Grounds Committee said that the service department 
removed some over grown shrubs in front of the town hall and replaced them for $130 
and they will mulch this week. They will be working on removing weeds and cleaning 
the play areas at the parks. Mayor Milani authorized for Greenline to come in and use 
liquid spray to kill weeds at the town hall, fire department and both parks at the cost of 
$150 per acre. Mr. Lewis said that the baseball fields need to be dragged. Mayor Milani 
said that he is looking at August 21 this year for the Annual Village year end party. He 
said that he was thinking of a pig roast, and wanted Council's input. Mayor Milani 
reminded everyone that July 24th & 25th is the Summerfest at the Plaza.  
 
Mr. Barber of Wages and Working had no report at this time.  
 
Mr. Lewis of Fire and Safety Committee said that Chief Wentz is still working on hiring 
some part-time officers and we are still waiting to hear on the COPS Grant. Mayor Milani 
said that he has heard that Boston Heights is talking with Sagamore Hills regarding 
dispatching.  
 
Law Director Brad Bryan read Resolution 2009-33, an emergency Resolution adopting 
and authorizing the Village to participate in a multi-jurisdictional hazard mitigation plan 
in conjunction with the County of Summit Emergency Management Agency. A motion to 
suspend the three-reading rule was made by Mrs. Bowen and seconded by Mr. Lewis, it 
carried with 6. A motion for passage was made by Mrs. Greenlee and seconded by Mr. 



Lewis It passed with 6 ayes. Mr. Bryan read Resolution 2009-34, an emergency 
Resolution authorizing certain amendments to the annual appropriation ordinance. A 
motion to suspend the three-reading rule was made by Mr. Barber and seconded by Mr. 
Noack, it carried with 6. A motion for passage was made by Mr. Nehez and seconded by 
Mr. Noack, It passed with 6 ayes.  
 
There was no Old business.  
 
In the New business July 5th or 6th is the target date for the Gyro sign to go up on their 
new place that they are moving into. Mr. Lewis said that they will have a smooth 
transition moving into the new building. Mayor Milani said that he received a complaint 
from Subway that Mixers music was too loud, so he contacted Mixers regarding this 
issue. Mayor Milani received a letter from North Isle Apartments behind the plaza. Mr. 
Cohen wants to meet with Mayor Milani and Chief Wentz regarding the loud music 
emanating from the patio at Scoreboards. Mayor Milani and Mr. Lewis both said that the 
noise is not excessive from what they have noticed being there. Mr. Lewis said that with 
the amount of apartments around the patio it is realistic that you will have a couple 
complaints. Mr. Lewis mentioned about the incidents a couple days ago with bb pellets 
and paint balls being shot at some houses on Vincent. Mayor Milani said that the police 
department is keeping an eye on curfew times with minors.  
 
The meeting was adjourned at 8:38PM following a motion by Mrs. Greenlee and 
seconded by Mrs. Bowen. The motion carried with 6 ayes.
